In a real emergency, you’'re more likely to remember what you've done than what
you've read. Beyond learning specific rescue techniques, you’ll become more attuned to the
signs of stress in other divers and gain confidence in your ability not only to rescue others but
also to rescue yourself. This 2-day course will complete the academics of the PADI Rescue
course. The open water (3™ day) of the course may be completed on your next dive trip.
